Imber Church 
  

  After WW II, The Army took responsi-

bility for St Giles Church in Imber, but 
other than making it available for an 
annual service on St Giles day, nothing 
was spent on it and the structure gradu-
ally deteriorated.   
In recent years, however, there has 
been a growing interest in the building, 
and after final deconsecration in 2002, 
the Historic Churches Restoration Trust 
took it on, although the Army remained 
responsible for the Churchyard.   
The Trust recognized that there were 
potententially some very ancient paint-
ings on some of the remaining plaster-
work and obtained a grant to restore 
what they could and protect the old art-
work.  This involved completely reroof-
ing the building before the conservation 
work could begin and the Trust has 
spent £350,000 on the project.   
Meanwhile, the Imber Conservation 
Group (ICG), a voluntary group which 
covers everything from archaeology to 
voles and mice on the SPTA(W), took 
on having a go at getting rid of the net-
tles and brambles in the Churchyard 
helped out by a local farmer who loaned 
his sheep for a few weeks.   
The work was completed this year, and 
at an ICG field day last month, I was 
able to have a guided tour of the 
Church with the experts who were re-
sponsible for the restoration. The inte-
rior is indeed remarkable and there are 
some excellent informative boards in 
the Church covering village life includ-
ing some old photographs. 
It really is worth a visit.   
The annual service this year will be on 
Saturday September 18 at 3pm and the 
Church will open the next day to the 
Public.   
I understand the Trust also hope to be 
able to open the Church on occasional 
days when the Army open the road to 
the Public.   
After September, the next opportunity 
will probably be at Christmas - the 
Dates should be published in the War-
minster Journal. 
   If you are interested in the work of the 
ICG or maybe even joining the group, I 
can point you in the right direc-
